Armand’s achievements are legendary.  Flying out of the Martinez club and the prestigious Bay Cities Combine, Armand has amassed a record that ranks among the best, if not the best, in North America. Recently, he made the toughest decision of his racing career, that he must give up his birds to spend more quality time with his family. While we can understand his decision, we certainly will miss his presence.  He cast an awfully large shadow.


	Armand’s birds came directly from his dear friend, Hank Vernazza. In fact, when Hank quit racing, the entire stock loft and race team went to Armand.  With such noble pigeons Armand was quickly able to become one of the most feared competitors in Northern California. His eight, (with one pending) Walt Disney awards are a record not even approached in the illustrious history of pigeon racing in all of California. No one else has won this award more than three times.  It would be folly to think that anyone will immediately take Armand’s place in the Sport, but we certainly hope that someone will come along who we can all look up to and call CHAMPION.


	In December of 2000 my wife Shereen and I purchased the entire loft: breeders, racers, young birds and late hatches from Armand.  It was his and Hank Vernazza’s dream to see the family remain intact.  It is our intention to do so, and with Armand and Hank’s help, we will continue breeding and racing this most famous of American pigeon families.  To do so, though, we absolutely MUST sell a few of them.  Armand was known far and wide for is severe selection criteria.  His basic motto was that the best were just barely good enough, so any bird that made it through his selection criteria is a special pigeon indeed.  Not long ago, the world re-known pigeon entrepreneur Phillip Herbots visited Armand’s loft.  He told some of his Belgian compatriots that this was the single finest family of birds he had ever seen.  Coming from Phillip Herbots, that is saying an awful lot.  But superlatives are not needed here.  The history of this family of birds speaks for itself.  It began with Hank Vernazza, with the importation of what was to be the most famous “Vernazza” of them all, the Red Hen, and later her mate, the Poot Cock and others, like the 12345 cock and a handful of super pigeons that formed the nucleus of what today is surely one of the finest families of pigeons anywhere in the world. 


	In examining Armand’s pedigrees, I was astonished to see how line-bred these pigeons are, yet they continue to perform, year in and year out, 100 to 600 miles.  Only masterful breeding and handling could create such a superb family of pigeons that can  win at all distances, in practically any weather,  old birds or young.  I know of almost no other family of pigeons, either in Europe or here in the States, that has accomplished such feats.  Every pigeon that was in Armand’s loft goes back to the legendary “180” hen.  Indeed, she died in Armand’s loft, but before she did, she left a legacy that is known far and wide.  I often speak to fanciers around the country who have not yet heard of Armand Zazueta, but they certainly have heard of the “180” hen. Every pigeon in this auction was selected by Armand.  Every bird goes back to “180”, some of them 13 and 14 times!  The birds that are listed below are a representative grouping of the current family, yet one which we feel will not in any way jeopardize the future of the loft. 


	This auction will take place over a period of several days. Bids will be accepted at the numbers listed, starting   Friday, March 23rd and will run until Sunday April 8th at 4 p.m.  NO BIDS will be accepted after 4 pm CST (CENTRAL STANDARD TIME), Sunday, April 8th.  Call in bidders will be required to provide a credit card or appropriate method of payment at the time of their first call.  You may call at any time to check the bid, or up the bid, on any bird.  Bids will be accepted in $20.00 or more increments and the highest bidder at the time of the closing will be awarded the right to purchase the bird.  If payment for any bird is not received within 48 hours of the closing of the bids, then the second highest bidder will be offered the bird at the high bid price, until the bird is sold.  All birds are guaranteed to be healthy and fertile.  If for any reason, a purchaser does not want to keep his purchase, he may return it within ten days of receipt and he will be awarded a full refund.  Buyer will be responsible for cost of shipping container and freight to receive the birds.  All birds will be shipped within 48 hours of receipt of payment.  A complete listing of all the birds along with photos and background information on the key birds of the family will be posted on our website at www.Siegelpigeons.com.  





	As a group, these pigeons are medium to slightly below medium in size.  They have luxurious feathering... soft and silky.  Most are slightly longer cast with solid vents.  There is not a weak vented or bad-backed bird in the loft.  A book could be written about the eye-sign of these birds.  Anything that any eye guru could want... is here.  About half of the birds are pearl-gravel and about half of them are orange-gravel.  Some have wine-gravel eyes which some of people might call violets.  Every bird in the loft goes back to Hank’s famous “180” hen, most of them go back to her at least 6 or 7 times.  Since the “180” hen was a line-bred grand-daughter of the famous Red Hen, which was a pure Janssen and a grand-daughter of the world famous “Wondervos”, many people have called these pigeons Janssens.  They are no more Janssens than Grondelaers or Hofkins, or Van Loons are. “What they are”, is a phenomenal family of birds BASED on Janssens.  Hank and Armand were extremely demanding of this family.  Performance was all that counted, and that performance had to come at the longer races, 400, 500 and 600 miles, before a pigeon was allowed to grace the breeding loft.  The family has ALWAYS had introductions of other birds put into it.  One of the great fallacies about the Vernazza pigeons was that they were “pure”.  They are a line-bred family going back to dominant producers.  That is the way Hank did it, that is the way that Armand did it, and that is the way we will do it.  Other birds have always been, and always will be, introduced to keep the family viable and competitive.  If you are looking for ‘PURE’ Vernazza pigeons, then I am sure that many other fanciers around the country can fill your order better than we can.  If you are looking for dominant racing machines of Vernazza heritage, many of them line-bred, then you have found your nirvana.

1)  	AU 00 MTZ 3919 Blue Bar Hen:  medium body, orange/gravel eye.  This beautiful hen was a member of the Zazueta young bird race team in 2000 where she won 2nd Martinez Club, 2nd Central Division and 34th Bay Cities Combine versus 76 lofts, 962 birds from Yearlington, Nevada, the Combine 200 mile station.  She is a direct daughter of Armand’s 3514 from 98 who was 2nd Bay Cities Combine at 500 miles, (1st in the Martinez Club).  Her sire, 97-3392 won several impressive diplomas in his racing career. He is a grandson of Armand’s famous “Dora-Z” one of the foundation hens of the Zazueta loft.  3919 is a line-bred hen going back to that most famous of all Vernazza hens, “180”, four times.  





#2) 	 AU 00 MTZ 3916 White Cock: medium body, pearl/gravel eye.  This very nice cock was also a member of the Zazueta young bird race team in 2000 where he won 4th MTZ, 41st Bay Cities Combine vs. 1124 birds from 150 miles. A steady performer, he was reserved for the old bird race team for 2001.  This cock is heavily line-bred to the best of Zazueta’s pigeons, showing “Dora-Z”, “Zapata”, “Zeke”, “I’m a Slate 2” and “Old Lady Z” in his most impressive pedigree.  His white coloring comes from the fact that he carries 1/8th White Bandit blood.  This cock, 3916, shows Vernazza’s foundation “180” hen an amazing 10 times in his 6 generation pedigree.  





#3	AU 00 MTZ 3913 Blue Bar Hen:  medium body, pearl-gravel eye.  A superb hen, taken directly from the Zazueta race team.  This hen is a daughter of 99-3601 a winner of 15 diplomas including 1st  at 500 miles. Dam of 3913 is 98-3424 who won at least 12 diplomas in her racing career. 3913’s pedigree shows several of the famous foundation birds, such as “I’m a Slate 2”, “Zeke”, “Samm-Z”, “5254”, “Number One”, “Dora-Z”, “4199”, etc. She shows the famous “180” hen in her pedigree SIX TIMES.  This is a hen that could be bred back to either side of the family and produce good birds.





#4	AU 00 MTZ 3912 Blue Checker Hen: medium body, pearl/gravel eye.  What a gem! On the Zazueta 2000 young bird team this lady won 13 diplomas on 5 different races up to 291 miles. 144 miles: she was 7/254 club, 7/761 Section, 7/1248 Bay Cities Combine. 292 miles: 6/172 club, 15/357 Section. 144 miles: 5/242 club, 5/477 Section, 44/1124 Bay Cities Combine. 243 miles: 6/221 club, 9/403 Section, 24/952 Bay Cities Combine. 291 miles: 6/172 club and 15/357 section. All diploma positions! That averages a top 2.6% for each diploma, which means she beat over 97% of the competition each time she raced! Good enough to finish 3rd high point pigeon in the Martinez club… behind another Zazueta bird. It is no wonder, as her line-bred pedigree is loaded with the foundation pigeons, “I’m a Slate 2”, “Old Lady Z”, “Dora-Z” twice, “Sammy-Z”, “Zeke”, “Number One”, “5254”, “4199”- three times. They’re all in there, and “180”…. EIGHT TIMES!  Foundation hen?  Definitely… 





#5	AU 00 MTZ 3910 Blue Bar Tic Hen: medium+ body, orange gravel eye. A super handling hen.  Raced by Zazueta and showed enough to make the cut – in Zazueta’s loft that says enough.  Graded “World Class” by Brad LaVerne, this beautiful hen is a grand daughter of “Zapata” and shows “5254”, “Number One”, “Zeke” “4199” etc. etc. in her heavily line bred pedigree.  Oh, and “180”… TEN TIMES!





 #6	AU 00 MTZ 3878 Blue Checker Cock: medium body-slightly deeper keel, outstanding pearl-gravel eye.  Another “World Class” specimen, this cock was a “saved” pigeon.  Armand only kept pigeons that could have a special purpose.  This cock is one of those.  Examine the pedigree and you can easily see why.  He is a grandson of the famous “Zapata”, also showing in his pedigree are “4422” Armand’s best yearling in 1994, “Winner” one of the best flyers and breeders in the loft, and a daughter of “5254” and “Number One”.  “I’m a Slate 2” super foundation sire, “Old Lady Z” one of the best, and a direct daughter of “180”, “Zeke”- two time 600 mile winner, “2377”, super breeder and double grand daughter of “180”, “Dora-Z”, one of the best ever.  In all a great cock, heavily line-bred to some of the best pigeons to grace the skies.  Of course…  “180”… THIRTEEN TIMES!





#7	AU 00 MTZ 3870 Blue Bar Cock: medium- body, orange-gravel eye.  Direct son of Zazueta’s super breeder, 93-4504, who is the sire of too many top birds to count, and is a son of the good Van Loon cock from the Planet Brothers, called “Blackie-Z”, when paired to “Samm-Z”, the best hen Armand ever flew. Dam of 3870 is also a top breeder, and a direct daughter of the famous pair “5254” and “Number One”.  3870 would be a great bird to put onto one of the more heavily line-bred hens of the Zazueta family, as “180” shows only four times in his pedigree.  The valuable additions of “5254”, “Number One”, and the Van Loon cock have provided the perfect blend of speed with the tenacious, “never-say-die” grittiness of the old line Vernazza blood, making for a family of pigeons that have shown the speed to win short, the endurance to win long, whether young or old birds in most any weather.  Eight Walt Disney Awards give perfect testimony to this fact.  


#8	AU 00 MTZ 3864 Blue Checker Cock:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  A winner of 5 diplomas on two races for Zazueta, 8/254-club, 8/761-section, 8/1248- Combine, 144 miles, and 14/363 – section, 17/802 – Combine, 242 miles.  He is a direct son of Diana-Z, 1st club, 2nd Bay Cities Combine at 400 miles. His sire is a direct son of the famous pairing “5254” and “Number One”.  This cock would be ideal to pair to any of the more intensely line-bred Zazueta birds, as he shows the "180"” hen only 3 times in his six generation pedigree. 





#9   	AU 00 MTZ 3849 Blue Check Hen:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  A typical Zazueta/Vernazza hen, on the small side of medium in size with smooth silky feathering, great spirit, and outstanding eye-sign.  Her pedigree shows the masterful job of line-breeding that Hank Vernazza and Armand Zazueta did to bring out the best in this fabulous family. Foundation pigeons abound, such as “Samm-Z”, “Zeke”, “Hank’s Love”, “Dora-Z”, “4199”, etc. etc. The “180” hen shows in 3849’s pedigree ELEVEN TIMES.  A future stock hen supreme.





#10	AU 00 MTZ 3848 Blue Check Hen: medium body, orange-gravel eye.  This hen is the nest mate sister to the hen above.  They are like clones.  Either one or both would make someone a very happy person.





#11  	AU 00 MTZ 3842 Blue Bar Hen: medium body, pearl-gravel eye.  Another fine potential stock hen, this girl is a grand daughter of the modern day foundation pigeon “I’m a Slate 2” when he was paired to the fabulous “Number One”. Many of the great ones are in the pedigree, such as “Zeke”, “Samm-Z”- twice, “Blackie-Z”, “Dora-Z” and “4199”.  Every pigeon in the pedigree going back as far as “180”, who is in the pedigree TEN TIMES, was a breeder of champions.  Another “safe-bet” stock hen.





#12	AU 00 MTZ 3838 Blue Checker Cock:  medium plus body, pearl-gravel eye.  “A saved for stock” pigeon.  In the Zazueta, loft, saved for stock means that the bird must have an impeccable pedigree, and can “train” successfully to 300 miles. Then based upon how it comes in training, it is graded by Brad LaVerne. Only if it gets a World Class rating, will it then be retained for further examination by Hank Vernazza.  If it passes muster with Hank, Armand gives it the final O.K.  ONLY after passing all of these tests, can a bird that has not raced remain in the Zazueta loft.   This cock has done that.  He is a fine physical specimen, and has a tremendous pedigree.  “Zeke” is one grandsire, and “Zeke’s full brother “0130” is the other. “Samm-Z” is one grand-dam and an excellent flying daughter of  “Hank’s Love” is the other.  “180” in the pedigree… NINE TIMES.





#13	AU 00 MTZ 3834 Blue Bar Hen: medium body, pearl-gravel eye. This bird carries about as much of the Planet Brother Van Loon blood as you will ever see in the Zazueta birds.  Her sire is pure Van Loon, son of “Blackie-Z” when paired to a Holland-bred Van Loon hen.  Dam of 3834 is a daughter of “Zeke” when he was paired to “2377” one of the best breeders in Zazueta’s loft in the late eighties.  Since the “Blackie-Z” blood worked so well with the old core Vernazza birds, this hen would be an excellent choice to put back on a more “core” line bred pigeon.  “180’ is in her pedigree four times, all on her dam’s side.  If you have Van Loons and would like to add some tenacity and distance ability to them, here’s your bird.





#14  	AU 00 MTZ 3820 Blue Checker Cock: medium plus body, very slight keel, super pearl-gravel eye.  This cock is line-bred to the pair “Blackie-Z” + “Samm-Z” as both grandsires are from this pair.  He won a 12th position from 144 miles in the Martinez club as a racer.  His dam is a 1st Bay Cities Combine winner, and is a daughter of the fabulous “Number One”. This is a very nice cock, and he will make someone very happy.  “180” in the pedigree…EIGHT TIMES.





#15	AU 00 MTZ 3819 Blue Check Hen:  medium body, pearl-gravel eye.  The Zazueta birds, especially the hens, all seem to come out of the same mold, beautiful eyes, soft magnificent feathering, tenacity to spare, and solid little corky bodies, with vents like iron. You would think I was describing show pigeons instead of a family that is responsible for EIGHT WALT DISNEY awards.  This hen, like all the others, is heavily line bred, in fact the two grandsires are brothers out of the super pair “Blackie-Z” and “Samm-Z”.  Also in the pedigree is the fabulous “Number One”.  3819 was a member of the Zazueta 2000 young bird race team where she won 4th Martinez club from 175 miles vs. 249 birds. The “180” hen shows EIGHT TIMES in her pedigree.





#16 	AU 00 MTZ 3808 Blue Bar Cock:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  This cock is the nest mate to the 1st Champion bird in the 2000 young bird series for the Martinez Club.  He also won 3 diplomas in one of his races, winning 6/254-club, 6/761 section, 6/1248 Combine from 144 miles. His sire is a direct son of the fabulous pair “5254” and “Number One” and his dam is a daughter of “Zapata”.  He would be an ideal cock  to pair to either side of this great family, for distance or speed.  His pedigree shows the “180” hen NINE TIMES. 








#17	AU 99 MTZ 3779 Blue Bar Cock:  medium minus body, orange-gravel eye. This is a special cock because he is a direct son of the famous “I’m a Slate 2”, modern day foundation pigeon of the Zazueta loft.  He hit an obstacle in his flying days and punctured his breast near his keel.  That has healed, but left a small scar.  His genes are what count now, and they are magnificent.  Loaded with the great ones, “Zeke”, “Samm-Z”, “Dora-Z”, “Hank’s Love”, “180”, etc, etc. In fact “180” is in his pedigree SEVEN TIMES in six generations.  If you are searching for long distance blood, this guy would be a good candidate.








#18  	AU 99 MTZ 3697 Blue Slate Hen:  medium body, pearl-gravel eye.  A future stock hen supreme, this hen is heavily line-bred to the very best of the Zazueta/Vernazza blood.  Her sire,“5066” is a winner of 1st club, 2nd Bay Cities Combine at 471 miles and is a son of “I’m a Slate 2”, foundation cock and a son of “Zeke”, 2 time 600 mile winner. Dam of 3697 is “Diana-Z” super racer and breeder.  “180” shows in this beautiful little hen’s pedigree TEN TIMES.  Certain to be an outstanding breeder. 





#19  	AU 99 MTZ 3686 Blue Bar Cock: medium body, pearl-gravel eye.  This cock injured his keel during his flying days, but he has an impeccable pedigree.  His sire is 4690 proving to be one of the better breeding cocks in the colony in recent years.  A quick look at the pedigree shows “Zeke”, “Samm-Z”, “Dora-Z” twice, “2377”, “Zapata”, and “4199” four times.  Once again, here is an impressive cock with a pedigree to match.  The “180” hen shows up TWELVE TIMES. 





#20 	AU 99 MTZ 3663 Blue Bar Cock:  medium plus body, pearl-gravel eye.  An outstanding specimen, this cock won 6 diplomas in three of his races as a young bird in ’99.  His record shows: 9/280 club, 30/1425 BC Combine - 174 miles, 5/112 club, 5/715 BC Combine-144 miles, 2/730 Section-292 miles.  His pedigree is loaded with great breeders at all distances up to 500 and 600 miles.  Like all the others, this cock goes back to the famous foundation hen, “180” THIRTEEN TIMES!





#21  	AU 99 MTZ 3659 Blue Bar Hen: medium body, orange-gravel eye.  Won 2nd versus 730 birds from 243 miles.  This hen was a consistent racer.  She is a grand daughter of Armand’s famous “Zapata” super long distance racer and breeder of winners. Her pedigree also shows “Dora-Z”, “Zeke”, “2377”, “I’m a Slate 2” and “Old Lady Z”.  All of those birds go back to the famous “180”… how many times?  FIFTEEN!  How can anyone miss with a proven racer from such a heavily line-bred family?





#22 	AU 99 MTZ 3655 Blue Checker Cock:  medium body, orange-gravel eye and a nice handling cock. He is a winner of several diplomas, and like all the others, is loaded with the old Vernazza blood, like  “Zapata”, “Zeke” twice, “Dora-Z”, “Samm-Z”, “4199” four times, “Hank’s Love”, etc., etc.  The “180” hen shows up in this cock’s pedigree a total of  FOURTEEN TIMES.





#23	AU 99 MTZ 3635 Blue Bar Cock:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  A very good racer, he won 2nd vs. 115 birds, 6th vs. 200 birds, 9th section vs. 1045 birds, 5th vs. 144 birds, 10th vs. 1000 birds, and 3rd vs. 168 birds from distances of 200 to 300 miles.  He is a grandson of “I’m a Slate 2”, and shows “Zeke”, “Samm-Z”, “Number One”, “Dora-Z”, and “Zapata” in his four generation pedigree.  “180” shows up here TWELVE TIMES.  How can this pigeon miss as a breeder?





#24	AU 98 MTZ 3517 Blue Checker Hen:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  It is really easy to write about pigeons of such quality.  I will let the actual facts do the talking. No superlatives are needed.  Winner of: 2nd vs. 167b, 2nd vs. 203b, 11th vs. 442b, 3rd Section vs. 314b, 3rd vs. 182b, 3rd vs. 192b, 3rd vs. 196b, 3rd Section vs. 329 b, 16th Section vs. 774b, 25th Combine vs. 1474b and 6th Section vs. 255b.  Most of these diplomas were won at 280 and 313 miles.  She is a grand daughter of “Number One”, and shows “Blackie-Z”, “Samm-Z” and the “Melucci Cock” in her pedigree.  She is a hen that could easily be bred back to one of the more inbred cocks of the family with great success, as she shows the “180” hen only four times.  





#25	AU 98 MTZ 3447 Blue Checker Hen:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  A winner of the following: 4th vs. 203b, 5th vs. 329b, 16th vs. 327b, 13th vs. 319b, 17th Section, 36th Combine vs. 1097b.  She won all the way out to 471 miles.  Her pedigree shows us that she is a grand daughter of “I’m a Slate 2” and “Old Lady Z”, with others such as the “Melucci Cock”, “Zeke”, “Samm-Z”, and “Hank’s Love” showing up in a four generation pedigree.  “180” is present EIGHT TIMES.








#26	AU 98 MTZ 3413 Blue Bar Hen:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  Winner of the following diplomas:  4th vs. 219b, 79th Combine vs. 1661b, 56th Section and Combine vs. 1375b, 9th Section, 31st Combine vs. 671b, 5th Section and Combine vs. 401 birds.  What a pedigree! She shows “Zeke”, Samm-Z”, “The Animal”, (brother of “Zeke”), “Dora-Z”, “2377”, and “180” all in only three generations!  She is line-bred to the “180” hen THIRTEEN TIMES in only seven generations.  It is our experience that when extremely line-bred pigeons are good flyers, such as this hen, they are like gold in the breeding loft.  She is made to order. 





#27	AU 98 MTZ 3411 Blue Slate Hen:  medium body, wine-gravel eye. A winner of: 6th vs. 180b. 16th vs. 989b, 7th vs. 319b, 10th Section, 18th Combine vs. 1097b, at distances of 250 and 300 miles.  She is a direct daughter of “Z”, a 1st place 500 mile winner from Utah.  Her dam is a daughter of “Zapata”.  Her pedigree shows the “180” hen a total of SIX TIMES.  This is a very nice hen.





#28	AU 97 MTZ 3391 White Cock:  medium body, orange eye.  A winner of seventeen diplomas:  1st vs. 114b, 2nd vs. 238b, 3rd vs. 233b, 18th Section 38th Combine vs. 1097b, 14th vs. 319b, 25th Section, 52nd Combine vs. 1138b, 15th vs. 379b, 9th Section, 10th Combine vs. 929b, 5th vs. 270b, 8th Section, 12th Combine vs. 780b, 2nd Section vs. 238b, and 13th Combine vs. 288b.  He is the sire of the #2 bird in this auction, and he proves what a crossing of another good family to the old base Vernazza line can do.  This cock was not only a good racer but when bred back to the Vernazza family, he proved to be a valuable breeder as well.  His sire is from Hapyco Lofts, and is a line bred White Bandit cock. His dam shows the famous “180” hen in her pedigree three times.  Breed him back to the Bandit family or breed him back to the Vernazza family and this cock can be a really productive pigeon. Very nice and very vigorous.





#29	AU 97 MTZ 3333 Blue Checker Slate Hen: medium body, orange-gravel eye.  Trained to 300 miles, selected as World Class by Brad LaVerne, and saved as a future stock hen because of her pedigree.  She is a daughter of “4504” “Son of Samm-Z”.  He is considered by Armand to be one of the future foundation cocks of the family.  3333’s pedigree shows “Blackie-Z”, “Samm-Z”, and many of the other top birds in this illustrious family.  This a very nice hen, sure to be an outstanding breeder, and she shows the “180” hen four times in her pedigree, so she would be an excellent choice for breeding back to one of the more inbred cocks.  





#30	AU 97 MTZ 3271 Blue Checker Cock:  medium body, pearl-gravel eye.  This cock was a “saved” pigeon.  He made the cut in Armand’s loft for three years, which should tell anyone who knows Armand something about this cock.  His sire is a full brother to “Samm-Z” who was the best racing pigeon that Armand ever flew. His dam was bred by Hapyco from their Lumachi pigeons, which most of you may know, all go back to Hank Vernazza’s birds.  This pigeon, while not as closely line bred as the others, could be quite valuable in helping to keep the blood from becoming too closely inbred.  “180” hen shows FOUR times in this pedigree.








#31	AU 97 MTZ 3224 Blue Checker Hen:  medium body, orange-gravel eye.  She won the following diplomas:  13th vs. 430 b, 36th vs. 1532 b, 17th Section, 30th Bay Cities Combine vs. 693 birds from 555 miles.  Note that all of these birds have many other positions in the races, but only diploma positions are being published.  This hen’s pedigree shows the following outstanding breeders.  “Zeke”, “Samm-Z”, “The Melucci Cock”, “Hank’s Love”, “Dora-Z”, “2377”, and “4199”, all champion breeders for Zazueta.  3224 is line-bred to the “180” hen SEVEN TIMES, so she, too would make an outstanding breeder. 





#32	AU 96 MTZ 1628 Blue Pencil Cock:  medium build, outstanding orange-gravel eye.  He is my personal favorite cock in this auction.  He is an absolute beauty, with a pedigree made in heaven.  He is a double grandson of “Zeke” the best racing cock Armand ever flew, a two-time 600 mile winner. “Zeke” went on to become a foundation pigeon as he is the sire of “I’m a Slate 2” who is the current #1 stud cock in the family.  1628 has produced winners for Armand, and I honestly don’t know why I have him in this auction, except to prove that what we are offering are not just pigeons, but super pigeons.  This cock shows the “180” hen in his pedigree TEN TIMES, and he is a proven sire of winners.  This cock could win in any show, but his children will win in the races. Racing pigeons don’t come better than this.
